He
was awarded as an Honorary Life Member last year for his many contributions and his dedication to
serve. Over sixty Legion, Auxiliary and SAL members bid farewell to Commander Chin at his funeral.
Commander Chin, we will miss you and may you rest in peace.

In November, another event made history in our Post’s long and proud existence. The Post Executive
Committee unanimously endorsed the appointment of Post Vice Commander Mimi Wang to succeed
Commander Chin.
